What a Fall we have planned! A new Sunday School, Contemporary Worship on Saturday evenings, and Bible Classes.
I'm very excited about these things that will be on offer, so I'd like to say a few words about them.

Contemporary Services: Beginning Saturday, September 10 at 5pm we will be conducting contemporary worship every
Saturday! We've put some really hard work into this ongoing project and it's starting to pay off. We have a standard
liturgy that we've been using, but look for some surprises as we go along—nhew songs, new worship elements, and
perhaps some new visuals and sounds. If this service is more to your liking then gather your friends, families, and
neighbors and bring them to this new worship experience!

Sunday School: Over the summer the Sunday School Superintendent and Teachers have been working very hard to
redesign and revamp the way we do Sunday School. We've adopted a model that is similar to our VBS model which has
proven to be successful. It will make the Sunday School more focused, and we’re confident that the kids will really enjoy
it. Rally Day will be on Sunday, September 11 at 9:15am. Round up the kids (PreK through Grade 8) and bring them to
the new and improved Sunday School!

Bible Classes: The Sunday Morning Adult Bible Class will be thematically-driven. We will cover a different topic each
week, with topics ranging from death and dying to non-Christian religions. The sky’s the limit on this. We'll begin on
Sunday, September 18 at 9:30am (note the time change). Upcoming topics are listed elsewhere in this newsletter. Plan
on attending the topics that particularly interest you or tell others who might benefit from a particular topic.

The Wednesday morning Bible Class will begin on September 14 at 8:30am and we will be studying the book of
Revelation—it's images, themes, and meanings. Putting it all together we will discover what this mysterious book is all
about. Contrary to popular opinion, it isn’t about the end of the world. It's about the victory and triumph of God
through Jesus Christ. It's a great read once you get to know how to read it!
